Session | “Reform & Opening-up” in Modern Chinese History Studies

Under the Reform and Opening-up policy, there have been tremendous changes in China’s humanity studies, especially
in the arena of Modern Chinese History Studies both in the mainland and oversea. Great progresses, such as freedom from
the ideological burden, development of new empirical researches based on the principle of “Seeking the truth from facts”, and
improvement of data access, have been achieved in the past 30 years.

Session II Reflecting on Risks of China’s Economy: Energy, Calamity & Environmental Issue
and Economic Security

China has been an oil exporting country in the world market. Meanwhile at home, the domestic energy consumption has
been largely relied on the local township coal-cell and the insufficient small-scale thermal power plants. Consequently, in the
process of reform and opening-up, when the function of resources allocation was replaced by the market, it caused severe social
and environmental problems, such as the rise of resource over-exploitation, unsafe mining operations, labor accidents, and man-
made environmental damage. It is at such a huge cost of environmental destruction and excessive consumption of resources
that China has maintained the past 30 years’ rapid economic development.

Due to the market-oriented economy , the coal industry, which is supposed to operate according to the market mechanism,
had usually been severely interfered. Particularly both the wholesale and retail price of electricity power from the coal-based
plants is maintained low. Thus, unable to purchase coal stocks, many coal power plants run on deficits. This caused serious
shortage of power supply and coal stocks, which reveals the incomplete transformation from planned economy to market
economy. The problem could not be easily solved, and are likely to continue to limit the coal and power supply.

This session focuses on coal and power supply and discusses some emerging problems of decentralization and market
economy policy, which promoted China’s high economic growth. In order to comprehensively address China’s economic risk,
natural and human disasters will also be discussed.

Session 11 China’s New Diplomacy in the Era of Globalization: Approaching the Africa

China’s foreign policy has dramatically changed since the 1980s when the country started to get involved in the
international community.

Session IV AKeyto “ Harmonious Society ” : The Weak and CCP’s Governance

Economic liberalization has brought the Chinese society a fundamental change. But it also brought social distress,
relating to disadvantaged groups, including off-farm workers, laid-offs of SOEs, peasants who lost their land without proper
compensation, and ethnic minorities. Moreover, the lack of effective channels of allowing people to reflect their opinions to the
government has aggravated those social distresses. The “China issue” is getting globalized. What would be the impacts of these
protest activities on the social and political system? How is the governing capability of the CCP? What's the prospect of fostering
a “harmonious society”? This session would like to seek to answer these questions.
